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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study the various aspects of the lives of two women, in the field of jazz
music. The biographical juxtaposition of two female pianists, Lil Hardin Armstrong and Alice
Coltrane, is a survey that examines their work and life in general. These are two artists who
lived in different eras, but the music industry in both eras was proportionately, mainly male-
dominated.

This paper analyzes the lives, careers, musical works, techniques, possible interactions
identified as the spouses of two famous and extremely talented jazz musicians.

Through the comparison of the two pianists, which are highlighted in selected thematic
fields, the similarities and differences that distinguished them in their lives and careers are
concluded from the comparison.
